STATEMENT OF MINISTRY & MISSION

Wiscasset Christian Academy is a ministry of the Bible Baptist Church of Wiscasset.  The Statement of Faith for Wiscasset Christian Academy is the same as that of the Bible Baptist Church and is found in the Constitution of the Church.

The Wiscasset Christian Academy staff members are active supporters of the Bible Baptist Church and its ministries. 

Our Mission is to provide excellence in academics as well as mentor students to be more like Christ helping them develop a biblical worldview.
PHILOSOPHY OF EDUCATION

Wiscasset Christian Academy is a Christian School.  The term “Christian” speaks of those who follow Christ.  Literally, it means “Christ-ones.”  The term is not to be taken lightly.  As Christ-ones, we are to strive to be like Christ.
In Matthew 5:48, our Lord commands us to be perfect even as our Father, which is in heaven, is perfect.  The word “perfect” means full development, growth into maturity.  We see in Luke 2:52 that Jesus grew in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and man.  This verse sets forth four areas wherein Christ matured.  He matured spiritually, intellectually, physically, and socially.  According to Ephesians 4:11-15 and Colossians 1:28, the goal of teaching is to present every man perfect (mature) in Christ Jesus.  As educators, our goal is to produce Christ-like students who are spiritually, intellectually, socially, and physically mature.  Ephesians 4:14 tells us why this should be our goal; “That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine…”
The larger question facing us is how do we produce students who are perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works?
II Timothy 3 presents two principles in reaching this goal.  First, Paul, in verses 10-14, exhorts Timothy, his student, to continue in the things he was taught, because his tutors and parents lived what they taught.  Thus, we help students to become mature Christians by being mature Christians ourselves.  Second, what Timothy was taught by his tutors and parents was based on the Holy Scriptures.  It was being taught Biblical precepts and being assured of those precepts through the example of tutors and parents that would help Timothy and also helps our students face these perilous last days.  We cannot produce Christ-like students apart from the Word of God.
CONSIDERING RULES
Rules and requirements are essential to the smooth operation of any school and to the character development of the students.  The rules come by careful formulation, scriptural emphasis, and genuine concern for the well-being of every student at Wiscasset Christian Academy.  They are reinforced by close cooperation between the home and school, which must be united in their convictions.  We ask that you adhere to the rules, seek counsel with the administration on rules you do not understand, and prayerfully seek God’s wisdom in all decisions you make concerning the rules.  Submission to human authority is a prelude to submission to God’s authority; therefore, it is an essential element in the Christian School.

This Handbook is vital to the purpose of Wiscasset Christian Academy.  Therefore, a student must have a thorough knowledge of the rules and regulations stated within this handbook.  Each student should have access to the Handbook at all times during school.

ADMISSION POLICIES
Students are eligible for admission to Wiscasset Christian Academy (without regard to race) on the basis of three factors: academic qualifications (determined by a test), spiritual qualifications (determined by parental and student agreement with the basic goals of the school), and behavioral qualifications (determined by records at previous schools and observations of school and church staff members).  All students who wish to enroll in Wiscasset Christian Academy are expected to adhere to our philosophy and policies.  If this would be difficult for any reason, the administration asks that you refrain from registering.
Wiscasset Christian Academy is not a corrective institution.  Consequently, we ask that no parent enroll a child who has severe discipline problems with the idea that Wiscasset Christian Academy will reform that child.  The purpose of Wiscasset Christian Academy is to work with the home in developing Christian character, along with academic accomplishments.
Students enrolling in the K-4 program must be 4 years old on or before October 15; for K5, they must be 5 years old on or before October 15.
A re-enrollment application must be signed by the parents of each student who was enrolled in Wiscasset Christian Academy the previous year.  Attendance at our school is a privilege, not a right. Final decisions for acceptance or refusal of admission will be made by the school board.
DISMISSALS AND WITHDRAWALS
Reasons for Dismissal:

WCA will strive to resolve any issues before they get out of control. Reasons for dismissal may include the student’s conduct, attitudes, or lack of effort in resolving the conflict. Lack of cooperation by parents with the school administration may also result in dismissal. 
Tuition payment that is 60 days’ late without a satisfactory payment plan is cause for dismissal.
Withdrawals:

Withdrawals from school must go through Administration.  Upon withdrawal or dismissal of a student, all refundable monies will be refunded.  No records will be released until all obligations to Wiscasset Christian Academy are paid in full.  Dismissed students will not be allowed to attend school functions for the remainder of the academic year.

ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS

TARDINESS TO SCHOOL:
School begins at 8:15 sharp.  The doors open at 7:30 for early stay in the gym. Promptness is a sign of good character, and since we are in the business of developing the whole person, tardiness will not be passively overlooked.  We would like to recommend that you have your student here by 8:00 so that they may have a good start to their day.

Generally, there are no acceptable excuses for being late for school since traffic and weather conditions should be taken into account and nullified by allowing more time for travel.

A student is considered tardy if he/she is not in their seat, ready to begin school at 8:15.  Students will receive one absence for every 3 late to schools. Each teacher will have his/her own rules for class tardiness during the school day.   Students who are late to class after a break will receive an “out of order” demerit.

EARLY DISMISSALS:

Parents wishing to take their children from school during school hours must inform the office.  In addition, school is not over until the teacher dismisses class at the end of the day.
ABSENCES:
Attendance at any school is compulsory.  No child is to miss school except for sickness, doctor’s appointment, death in the family, or other such emergencies.  Please help us by planning appointments, if possible, following school hours.

It is well known that excessive absenteeism affects academic success.  Therefore, the total number of excusable or inexcusable absences is not to exceed 20 days for the entire school year.  When a student accumulates absences in excess of 20 days, he/she will be required to make up the missed time by attending summer school in order to receive credit for his/her subjects.  Summer school requires an additional fee.
If a student exceeds 30 days’ absences for any reason, he/she may be required to repeat the grade (regardless of G.P.A.) because the missed time must be made up to meet state educational requirements.

A student must be in school at least three hours in one day to avoid being marked half-absent. Excused absences are for verified illness, bereavement, or medical appointments. Verification may be required by a doctor’s note or receipt. Absences other than the above excused absences will be considered as unexcused absences.  Work that is due on the day of an unexcused absence will be counted as the following:
 1. Homework – Zero
2.  Quizzes – Zero 3.  Tests – 59% (F)
Any suspended days, including in-school, will be considered as unexcused absences.

ABSENCE PROCEDURES:
Students who unexpectedly miss school (such as for sickness) must notify the office by phone, text, or email, or written note upon return.  Information given should include the date(s) of the absence, the reason for the absence, and the signature of the parent or guardian (if written).  If an excuse is not received the student will be considered unexcused.  A student whose absence is unexcused will receive a zero (0) for all missed class work.  With an excused absence, the student will be allowed two days from the day they come back to make up the work missed, with more time allowed for extended absences.  The student is responsible to see the teacher about the make-up work.

For planned absences, work that will be missed must be completed and turned in ahead of time.  Zeroes will be issued for all incomplete assignments/quizzes/tests/projects not submitted on the last school day before the trip.  It is the student’s responsibility to inform the teacher of the absence and request the assignments that will be due.

Grades are calculated by averaging class work, homework, projects, quizzes, and tests.  Work not completed within two weeks after the grading period will result in changing an incomplete mark to a failing grade.  It is the student’s responsibility upon return from a non-planned absence to request make-up work from the teacher.
Grades are displayed on Gradelink. Each student and parent will be provided with login instructions at the beginning of the year. Please contact the administration if you are unable to login. Please check Gradelink regularly.
Periodically, grades will be sent home physically as well, particularly in the younger classrooms. Please discuss “Friday Folder” procedures with your student’s teacher. 
Any student who receives a D+ or below in all of the following core subjects during one school year will be retained: Math, English, History, and Science.  Although a “D” is not failing, it also does not indicate mastery.  A child who does not master any of the core subjects will most likely not be able to handle the next grade.  A grade of “C” is considered average, “B” is good, and “A” is excellent.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Electives may vary by year but include: Spanish 2; an extra math or science class; Teacher’s Aide; Podcast; choir; handchimes. 
Students planning to attend college are recommended to take the higher level math and science courses.

It is a policy of Wiscasset Christian Academy that no student will be excused from the required PE course without a written excuse from the parent.  Chronic illnesses must have a doctor’s excuse.
HONOR ROLL
Honor Roll requirements for each quarter:

A:
An overall average of A and above and no grades below a B.

B:
An overall average of B with no more than one C.
SPORTS QUALIFICATIONS
Our sports program is intended to provide an opportunity to develop character, to build the body, and to teach our students to compete within the framework of rules. Such participation is a privilege, not a right.
Students of WCA and members of Bible Baptist Church who homeschool may try out for sports teams. Any exceptions must be approved by the school board.

All students must maintain an academic standing of at least a “C” average and no “F”s.  At the end of each marking period, grades will be averaged.  If a student does not meet this qualification at this time, the student must sit out one game.  Students’ grade(s) will be averaged on a weekly basis until he/she can reach this requirement.  Until the requirement is met, the student will continue to sit out.

All make-up work must be complete according to guidelines under “Absence Procedures.”

If a student receives 6 demerits in one day or 11 demerits in one week (M-F) during the season, the following consequences will apply:

1st time – warning



2nd time – miss one game


3rd time – miss two games

4th time – dismissed from team

The definition of “miss” is to not dress out for the game but to wear the school dress uniform during the game and sit with the team the entire game.  The coach may have the player help with equipment, keep score, etc.

Any student who acts unwisely during a sports event will immediately be disqualified for that game and the following game.  Examples of unwise conduct are:  arguing with the referee, losing temper, or exhibiting unsportsmanlike conduct.
Students must be present for ½ day (12 noon) to participate in that day’s practice or game.
The student meeting these qualifications can participate in the sports program and receive a well-balanced education. 
STANDARD OF CONDUCT
As a Christian school, we must provide an environment conducive to the spiritual growth and development of our young people.  We believe that Christian students should avoid practices which cause the loss of sensitivity to the Christian’s physical, mental, and spiritual well-being. Our school is interested in every student developing a disciplined life.  It is mandatory for the welfare of home, church, and school.  The school has a mandatory discipline system which expects the best behavior of each young person.  The objective is to aid each student in setting standards and guidelines for his/her life accomplishing a self-disciplined life, according to God’s Word.

Students are reminded that the Lord Jesus Christ expects us to be disciplined in all our ways:

Colossians 3:20
“Children, obey your parents in all things: for this is well pleasing unto the Lord.”

“Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers...”

“Obey them that have rule over you, and submit yourself…”

This sense of need for spiritual growth has led the administration of WCA to adopt the following Biblical standards for students while at school or at any school function on or off campus.

GENERAL BEHAVIOR

Students are expected to conduct themselves as young ladies and gentlemen at all times.  Showing sincere respect to God, country, family, faculty, and fellow students forms the foundation of that behavior.  Disrespect will not be tolerated under any circumstances.  The following guidelines are means of engendering a proper level of respect and must be observed:

Students will not be out of their seats without permission.

No student will speak out in class without permission.

Students will show the desire to be recognized by raising their hand.

Students will speak to faculty in a proper tone of voice with respectful expressions.

Students will use such expressions as Mrs., Mr., Sir, or Ma’am when addressing or making reference to faculty or adult supervision.

Students are to act orderly and respectful, maintaining Christian standards in dress, conduct, and attitude: “To walk honorably before all men.”

If school or church property is damaged by a student, cost of repair will be charged to the student’s account.

ATTITUDE
A proper attitude reflects the character of a student; and since we are involved in building character into the lives of students, a proper attitude is considered paramount.  A poor spiritual attitude manifested by negativity and griping will not be tolerated.  If your child does come home complaining about a policy or discipline, please follow the procedure on the following page:
Give WCA the benefit of the doubt.

Realize that the student’s reporting is emotionally biased without all the information.

Realize that we have reasons for all rules and that they are enforced without favor.

Support the administration and call us for all the facts.

We feel it’s everyone’s responsibility to maintain the quality of the school’s atmosphere and to be in harmony with the philosophy of the school.  All misunderstandings should be dealt with immediately in the presence of teacher and/or principal, apart from the student’s presence.

PERSONAL BEHAVIOR

Students are asked to refrain from touching as much as possible. Incidental contact during classes and breaks is understandable, but contact that is of an intimate or romantic nature is prohibited.
Students are expected to refrain from pornography, alcohol, tobacco, illegal drugs, thievery, and immoral behavior.  Involvement in any of these may be cause for dismissal. 
Areas that are off limits include:

1. Other students’ desks or lockers.

2. Teacher’s chair, desk, and files.

3. In classroom without staff.

4. All church equipment except when authorized.

5. Wiscasset Christian Academy has a closed campus policy.  Students cannot leave the school area during school hours without written permission from their parents that is approved by the administration.
6. The Pastor’s Office, School Office, and Church Office without permission.

These items are not permitted on campus or at school functions:
Chewing gum

Guns or knives of any kind

Lighters, matches, or explosives
Drugs, alcohol, tobacco, or other nicotine products.

Cell phones and tablets must be turned off and turned in to the homeroom teacher at the beginning of the day. If a student needs to contact a parent they should notify the teacher. If a parent needs to contact a student they should call the school, administrator, or teacher.
PERSONAL APPEARANCE
Wiscasset Christian Academy wishes to foster an atmosphere of professionalism and learning. Neatness and modesty must be demonstrated at all times. It is expected of all the students to dress according to the Wiscasset Christian Academy dress code during normal school hours.

The dress code for all extracurricular activities will be the school uniform unless otherwise stated.  Those who are out of dress code will receive one demerit for each offense. Students may be asked to change if their dress is too far out of code. 
If you have questions regarding the dress code at any time, please feel free to contact the administration.

DISCIPLINE POLICIES

Wiscasset Christian Academy is dedicated to the training of children in a program of study, activity, and living that is Christ-centered.  We believe that our students should be taught to accept their God-given responsibility and to “walk honorably before all men.”  Thus, at Wiscasset Christian Academy, discipline will be maintained which is firm, consistent, fair, and tempered with love.  Our faculty maintains standards of behavior in the classroom through kindness, love, and a genuine regard for their students.  However, when disciplinary action becomes necessary, it will be firmly carried out, tempered by good judgment and understanding.

STATEMENT ON DISCIPLINE

Wiscasset Christian Academy recognizes that it cannot meet the educational needs of all children.  It is a school offering a high quality of Christian training but is not designed to be a correctional institution for problems arising beyond those usually encountered in average school children.  While we love delinquent and emotionally unstable children, the school is not equipped to meet their needs.

Some children do not adjust to a disciplined academic environment and find excuses to criticize the policies and decisions of staff and administration.  In such cases, the school reserves the right to full discretion in the discipline of students which may include the placement of such students on probation for a reasonable corrective period of time and dismissal of any student who does not cooperate with the total educational process.

Kindergarten-2nd grade 
Our demerit system is not meant for the lower elementary and kindergarten. 

Instead, the young classes will have a system of positive and negative    reinforcement, such as winning or losing class cash, points, jewels, stickers, etc. Teachers in lower elementary classes will communicate with parents regarding poor behavior and disciplinary procedures. 
DEMERITS

   A student will receive a demerit slip for each offense.  At the end of the day, the student will take the slip home to be signed and returned by the parent. Alternately, a teacher may send a demerit notification by email.  If the student accumulates 3 or more demerits in a day, a detention may be given.  Demerits and detentions can be given in school or at any school-related function.  Repeat infractions will increase number of demerits given.
Differing offenses carry varying demerit penalties. This list is a guideline and not meant to be exhaustive; teachers may assign demerits for poor behavior not listed here at their discretion.

Disturbing class/speaking out of turn  – 1


Dress code violation – 1 


Forgetting homework, books, or supplies – 1


Rudeness/name calling – 1 


Poor attitude (rolling eyes, poor countenance, poor response etc.) – 3 

Profanity/lying/fighting/defiance/other serious offense – 6
DETENTIONS
If a student receives 3-5 demerits in one day, they will receive a 30- minute detention to be served during lunch or recess.  When a student receives a detention, a detention slip will be sent home with the student to be signed by the parents and returned the next day, or emailed. 
DEPRIVATION SYSTEM

Successive accumulation of demerits will not be permitted. When a student accumulates 6 demerits in one day, 11 in one week, or commits a serious or ongoing offense, he or she will meet with the administrator. Again, this list is a guideline and may not fit every situation; however, any deviation from this system and the reasons for the deviation will be discussed with the pastor and parents. For instance, violence, threats, or other serious issues require immediate, serious consequences. 
1. On the first visit, they will be given a warning and 30-minute detention.
2. On the second visit, they will be given 60 minutes detention.
3. On the third visit, they will be given 60 minutes detention. They will not be permitted to have recess or participate in any extracurricular activities for the following five school days.  A parent conference will be scheduled with the administration.

4. On the fourth visit, they will be given 120 minutes detention (Served as 2 – 60 minute detentions over two consecutive days.)  they will not be permitted to have recess or participate in any extracurricular activities for the following five school days.  A parent conference will be scheduled with the pastor and administration.

5. On the fifth visit, the student will be suspended (out-of-school suspension) for three days.  All work missed during those three days is to be made up and the student will receive a grade of 59% (F) for all work made up.   Any work not made up at this time receives a grade of 0.
6. On the sixth visit, the student will be expelled.

CHEATING

Cheating will not be tolerated at any time.  A student who is found to be cheating will receive the following punishment, and a conference will be scheduled with the parents and the administration.

The third time this offense is encountered, the student may be expelled.

Senior Privileges
The purpose of the senior privilege program is to help transition students into a life of responsibility. Very soon, our seniors will embark on the next chapter of their journey of service, whether going to college or starting a career.
- Seniors may be dismissed after their final class is complete
- Seniors may leave the campus for lunch break
However, these privileges come with responsibilities too.

- A minimum grade of C- in every subject (grades will be averaged weekly)

- No detentions during the previous week

- No incomplete homework assignments during the previous week

- No unexcused absences or tardies during the previous week
Seniors are also responsible for fundraising for their class trip.

TRANSPORTATION

Students driving themselves to and from school must realize that this is a privilege that can be revoked. In order to drive, certain requirements must be met:

1. The student driver must have a valid driver’s license.

2. The student driver must have valid insurance.
3. The student driver must have written permission from parents on file.

4. Students are not allowed to loiter in their vehicles when they are parked on the lot.

5. Students will not be permitted to come to school or return home in another student’s vehicle without written permission from the parent or guardian of both driver and rider and the administrator.

Couples will not be allowed to come to school or leave school in a vehicle, unless there is an approved adult riding in the same vehicle.  Students are not acceptable as chaperones.  Failure to comply with this policy could result in temporary or permanent suspension. 
 All students must be picked up after school is finished for the day.  Parents, please make proper arrangements for your child’s transportation. Please contact school if there is a delay.
GENERAL INFORMATION

LUNCH AREA

All food and drinks are to be consumed in the designated lunch area.  Lunches and snacks may be stored in designated areas during school hours, but only in appropriate containers – lunchboxes, bags, etc.

MUSIC

Only Christian music which glorifies the Lord is permitted at Wiscasset Christian Academy.  Instruments are to be played only by permission of the staff.  All music must be approved by the administration.  

VISITORS

Any visitor wishing to speak to a student before, during, or after school must call ahead, and upon arrival must check in with the school office. 
PHONE USE
Cell phones can be a major distraction at school. Students should not have cell phones in their possession at school; they will be collected each morning before school, and returned at the end of the school day. If parents need to contact students, they can call the office. If student need to contact parents, they should inform the office and get permission to call with either the office phone or their cell
ATHLETIC TRANSPORTATION
Currently, WCA does not have a bus. Athletes, coaches, and parents should coordinate with each other to provide rides. Students need to inform both their parents and their coach who is driving them.
RESTROOM

The restroom should only be used during scheduled breaks in grades K–6 and between classes in grades 7–12.  Students should arrive at school early enough to use the restroom before school begins.

HEALTH AND MEDICAL INFORMATION

Students should not be kept out of school unnecessarily.  However, when a child has a communicable sickness, they become a detriment to others and should remain at home until free from the sickness. 

If your child should become ill during school hours, we will notify you immediately.  Please notify us of any changes in your home or cell phone number.  We must have current, accurate numbers in order to contact you in case of an emergency.  Parents will be notified immediately of any accident involving their student.
In instances where a student needs medical attention, the school will call the parent or family doctor (in that order).  If a student needs emergency attention, he/she will be transported directly to the nearest emergency room by either a staff member or an ambulance service in severe cases.

No medicine will be issued by the school to any student without written permission.  Students required to take medication should bring the medication from home along with a note giving the instruction for administering the medication.

We ask that parents inform the school in writing about any existing conditions which require ongoing treatment, or which may cause an emergency.  The school should be informed at the beginning of the school year.  Examples are allergens(food, bees, medication, etc), ongoing medication, health problems making a limited physical education program necessary, any sight, hearing, or developmental problems affecting the student’s classroom work. Communication is critical to serve these students.
